Almost exactly the same as Problem 2.  But not quite. Once again, West leads the 10 of spades. Over to you.
The Solution:

In round two the only squeeze option was a simple positional squeeze against West in the black suits.  But the extra club in hand means that you can organise the menaces to be arranged differently, and run a simple automatic squeeze.  Automatic squeezes work against either opponent, so this time you are making if either black suit splits evenly, or if either opponent guards them both. 
The spade 8 will be your one-card menace, and the split 3-card menace in clubs serves as the long one.
As before, your first move must be to rectify the count for a squeeze by giving up a heart immediately. If a club is returned, be sure to win it in dummy. You need the Ace as an entry to your own hand. Cash the top spades and the Ace of hearts, and run the diamonds as before.  End position:

Whatever West plays on the last diamond, discard a low club from table.  If either opponent still guards the spades, he cannot also guard the clubs. So with luck, your club 3 will win the last trick.
Notice that if you had tested the clubs at any stage, the only squeeze left would be the simple positional squeeze against West, as in Problem 2.  And if East guards both black suits, you are down. So remember: when you have these lovely split 3-card menaces, do all you can to preserve them.  They are wonderfully flexible.
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
