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Abstract: I consider one of Skolem’s arguments against using set theory as a founda-
tion for arithmetic. By looking at conception of ”foundation” in play in Skolem’s argu-
ment, I defend the argument against claims that it is either trivial or question-begging.
I conclude that Skolem is largely right about the relationship between set theory and
arithmetic.
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
