About the Audition

The audition will be a little over 5 minutes long. Please prepare a piece or excerpt of 3-4 minutes length; you will also be given some simple sight-reading. We are not expecting people to perform accompanied (since this is often as much of a hindrance as a help) and most people perform an unaccompanied piece or just the solo part from an accompanied piece. If you really want to be accompanied, you should bring your own pianist. Representatives from OUO, Philharmonia, Sinfonietta, OUWO and the new Brass Band will be present, and you will be contacted by orchestras individually, during the following week, if you are selected to play.
